NAEYC Accreditation represents the mark of
quality in early childhood education. To
achieve NAEY C Accreditation, early childhood
education programs volunteer to be measured
against NAEYC Early Childhood Program
Standards. It is avery rigorous process that takes
about two years to complete.

As staff, we have been learning more about
early child development, and as we share this
information with our parents certain facts be-
come clear:

1) Early experiences affect the development
of the brain and lay the foundation for intelli-
gence, emotional health, and moral develop-
ment;

2) Healthy early development depends on
nurturing and dependable relationships; and

3) How young children feel is as important as

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Proyecto Pastoral will lead to an increase in
violent crimes in the community. Only in
maintaining constant vigilance can the
community become a safer place for us and
our children.

The second greatest concern in the
community is education, with the top two
aspects being students not finishing high
school and the small number of youth going
to college. Proyecto Pastoral’s Early Child-
hood Education Centers and after-school
program, IMPACTO, provide educational
services to children ages 18 months to 18
years, building young adults that are well-
educated, high-school graduates going on to
college.

Other concerns, in order, were family
welfare, housing, and finally, health. Under
these categories, the top concerns were,
respectively, teen pregnancy, affordability of
housing and youth substance abuse.
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how they think, particularly with regard to
school readiness.

This year we have focused much of our
efforts in using daily observations to help
us better understand our children. We have
assigned one caregiver to provide the pri-
mary care to four students so that nurturing
and relationship-building is re-enforced.
We have also emphasized communicating
with parents what we are learning and
sharing with parents what we are doing as
we work with each child.

With the evaluation efforts, continued
learning, and growing partnerships, we are
confident we will achieve NAEYC
accreditation by 2010 and take our Centers
to further heights!
